As of May 13, Burleigh County still has the third highest number of positive cases.  

• Statewide Positive Cases: 1647 

• New Burleigh County Positive Cases: 2 (Since reported here on 5/11/20)  

• Total Burleigh County Positive Cases: 106 

• Statewide Total Hospitalized: 127 

• Statewide Total Deaths: 340 

Special Note: The first positive pregnant case in ND was confirmed April 2, 2020. (CDC Guidance for Pregnant Women)
