“Being physically active and spending
time outdoors has been shown to improve both physical and mental health,”
says Katie Johnke, nutrition services coordinator at Bismarck-Burleigh Public
Health. “Disc golf provides an opportunity to move your body, connect with
others, and improve your mood.” Other summer items available for library
checkout include fishing poles, children’s life jackets, and the ever-popular
North Dakota state park pass -- the library’s top circulating item last year.
