Bismarck Public Library Lobby Display: Flickertail Woodcarvers 
Club of Bismarck and Mandan Wooden Spoon Carvings

WHAT: Bismarck Public Library’s current lobby display highlights wooden spoons carved by 
members of the Flickertail Woodcarvers Club of Bismarck and Mandan.  
 
A spoon’s job is simply to move food from point A to point B, transporting it from 
your bowl or plate to your mouth. But everyday-objects like spoons carry meaning 
beyond their primary function. Spoons literally “hold” the particular culture from which 
they come. When given as gifts or presentation pieces, spoons forge an identity and 
build community. Spoons used in courting rituals, or feasting rituals at celebrations, 
communicate cultural values and spiritual symbolism. Artists use a spoon as a canvas, 
and carvers push the boundaries of pure function, transforming spoons into intricate 
works of art. 
 
Vesterheim National Norwegian-American Museum and Heritage Center in Decorah, 
Iowa generously provided graphics in this display.

Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library to Resume Regular Hours

WHAT: The Bismarck Veterans Memorial Public Library will resume regular hours of operation 
starting Monday, March 1, 2021. Hours will be 9:00 AM – 9:00 PM Monday-Thursday; 
9:00 AM - 6:00 PM Friday - Saturday; and Sunday 1:00 PM – 6:00 PM.
The following services will be available:
	 • Access to the collection	 • Check-outs and returns 
	 • Reference assistance	 • Computer access 
	 • Limited study seating	 • Wi-Fi access 
	 • Printing, copying, and faxing
No-contact curbside pickup and virtual programs for all ages will continue as an option. 
The Library will also continue to offer free Wi-Fi in the parking lot; reference services via 
phone and email; check-out of digital content such as e-books, audiobooks, magazines, 
and movies; and access to over 50 research databases.
In a continued effort to provide a safe environment for Library patrons and employees, 
meeting room access and in-building programs will remain suspended. We will revisit 
the resumption of large-group events in the Library as conditions progress with the 
COVID-19 pandemic in our area.
We thank our patrons for their continued patience and understanding as we balance 
services with safety. For others’ safety and consideration, we ask patrons to continue to 
heed social distancing recommendations and consider wearing a mask when visiting the 
Library.
The Gifted Bean Coffee House, located inside the Library, will also resume its regular 
hours of operation starting Monday, March 1, 2021. Hours will be 9:00 AM – 6:00 PM
